I have been informed that Ruy de Queiroz’s research grant might not be renewed due to « not enough journals papers with high impact ».
I understand that publications in journals is an important criteria in the evaluation of researchers’ activity, but I think that in the particular case of Ruy de Queiroz it should be complemented by other criteria that clearly testify the significance and the reputation of his work in the scientific community.
In particular he has published a paper in a book in honour of Dov Gabbay, one of the best logician in the world. Authors in this book have been selected among the researchers who have a very high reputation.

Ruy de Queiroz was also editor of several special issues or proceedings of the workshops of the WoLLIC group. WoLLIC is recognised as a group that produces the best results in the field of formal logic and theoretical computer science, and he is the most active actor in this group.
Finally he edited an excellent book, published by Kluwer, about Concurrency and Synchronisation.

It is quite impressive to see that these results have been procuded in three years.

For these reasons we strongly recommand to carefully consider the case of Ruy de Queiroz and not to stop the support to a so bright activity.
